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The risk matrix table is used to allocate the likelihood of a hazard occurring and the consequence of that hazard.

The higher the consequence and the more the likelihood of it occurring the greater the urgency required to attend to the removal or minimisation of that hazard.

The numbers show you how important it is to do something:

1- top priority: do something immediately
